Constitutional Treatment of Health
Armenian Constitution:

· Article 34 [in Ch. 1, The Foundations of Constitutional Order]
Everyone is entitled to the preservation of health. The provision of medical care and services shall be prescribed by law.
The state shall put into effect health care protection programs for the population and promote the development of sports and physical education.

· Article 44 [in Ch. 2, Fundamental Human and Civil Rights and Freedoms]
The fundamental human and civil rights and freedoms established under Articles 23-27 of the Constitution may only be restricted by law, if necessary for the protection of state and public security, public order, public health and morality, and the rights, freedoms, honor and reputation of others.

Georgian Constitution:

· Article 22(3) [in Ch. 2, Citizenship of Georgia, Rights and Freedoms of the Individual]

Restriction upon these rights is permissible only in accordance with the law, in order to guarantee state and public security; what is necessary for the existence of a democratic society, a healthy defence and the prevention of crime and the fulfilment of justice.

· Article 30(4)

The defence of labour rights, legal payment for labour and healthy working conditions, the working conditions of minors and women are determined by law. 

· Article 37

1. Everyone has the right to health insurance as a means of gaining medical assistance. In cases determined by law, free medical services are guaranteed. 
2. The state controls every health institution, enterprise of medical means and their trade. 
3. Everyone has the right to live in a healthy environment and use natural and cultural surroundings. Everyone is obliged to protect the natural and cultural surroundings. 
4. The state guarantees the protection of nature and the rational use of it to ensure a healthy environment, corresponding to the ecological and economic interests of society, and taking into account the interests of current and future generations. 
5. Individuals have the right to complete, objective and timely information on their working and living conditions.
· Article 41

1. Every citizen has the right according to the law to know information about himself which exists in state institutions as long as they do not contain state, professional or commercial secrets, as well as with official records existing there. 

2. Information existing in official papers connected with health, finances or other private matters of an individual are not available to other individuals without the prior consent of the affected individual, except in cases determined by law, when it is necessary for the state and public security, defence of health, rights and freedoms of others. 
Kazakh Constitution:

· Article 29 [in Sec. II, The Individual and Citizen]

1. Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan shall have the right to protection of health.

2. Citizens of the Republic shall be entitled to free, guaranteed, extensive medical assistance established by law.

3. Paid medical treatment shall be provided by state and private medical institutions as well as by persons engaged in private medical practice on the terms and according to the procedures stipulated by law.

· Article 31

1. The state shall set an objective to protect the environment favorable for the life and health of the person.

2. Officials shall be held accountable for the concealment of facts and circumstances endangering the life and health of the people in accordance with law.
· Article 32

Citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan shall have the right to peacefully and without arms assemble, hold meetings, rallies and demonstrations, street processions and pickets. The use of this right may be restricted by law in the interests of state security, public order, protection of health, rights and freedoms of other persons.
· Article 39(1)

Rights and freedoms of an individual and citizen may be limited only by laws and only to the extent necessary for protection of the constitutional system, defense of the public order, human rights and freedoms, health and morality of the population.
Kyrgyz Constitution:

· Article 34 [in Sec. III, Rights and Duties of a Citizen]

1. Citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic shall have the right to health protection and to benefit freely from the network of state public health institutions. 

2. Paid medical service shall be allowed on the basis and in the procedure established by law.

· Article 35

1. Citizens of the Kyrgyz Republic shall have the right to a healthy and safe environment and to the indemnification of damage, caused to one's health or property by the improper use of the nature. 

2. Protection of the environment, natural resources and historical monuments shall be a sacred duty of every citizen. 
Russian Constitution:

· Article 7(2) [State Principles]

The Russian Federation protects the work and health of its people, establish a guaranteed minimum wage, provide state support for family, motherhood, fatherhood and childhood, and also for the disabled and for elderly citizens, develop a system of social services and establish government pensions, benefits and other social security guarantees.

· Article 41 [Health Care]
(1) Everyone has the right to health care and medical assistance. Medical assistance is made available by state and municipal health care institutions to citizens free of charge, with the money from the relevant budget, insurance payments another revenues.
(2) The Russian Federation finances federal health care and health-building programs, take measures to develop state, municipal and private health care systems, encourage activities contributing to the strengthening of the man's health, to the development of physical culture and sport, and to ecological, sanitary and epidemiologic welfare.
(3) Concealment by officials of facts and circumstances posing hazards to human life and health result in their liability in conformance with federal law.

· Article 42 [Environment]
Everyone has the right to a favorable environment, reliable information about its condition and to compensation for the damage caused to his or her health or property by ecological violations.

· Article 55(3) [Limits on Restrictions]
Human and civil rights and liberties may be restricted by the federal law only to the extent required for the protection of the fundamentals of the constitutional system, morality, health, rights and lawful interests of other persons, for ensuring the defense of the country and the security of the state.

Ukrainian Constitution:

· Article 3 [in Ch. 1, General Principles]

The human being, his or her life and health, honour and dignity, inviolability and security are recognised in Ukraine as the highest social value.

· Article 24 [in Ch. 2, Human and Citizens’ Rights, Freedoms and Duties]

Equality of the rights of women and men is ensured: by providing women with opportunities equal to those of men, in public and political, and cultural activity, in obtaining education and in professional training, in work and its remuneration; by special measures for the protection of work and health of women; by establishing pension privileges, by creating conditions that allow women to combine work and motherhood; by legal protection, material and moral support of motherhood and childhood, including the provision of paid leaves and other privileges to pregnant women and mothers. 

· Article 27

Everyone has the right to protect his or her life and health, the lives and health of other persons against unlawful encroachments. 

· Article 34

The exercise of these rights may be restricted by law in the interests of national security, territorial indivisibility or public order, with the purpose of preventing disturbances or crimes, protecting the health of the population, the reputation or rights of other persons, preventing the publication of information received confidentially, or supporting the authority and impartiality of justice.
· Article 35

Everyone has the right to freedom of personal philosophy and religion. This right includes the freedom to profess or not to profess any religion, to perform alone or collectively and without constraint religious rites and ceremonial rituals, and to conduct religious activity.

The exercise of this right may be restricted by law only in the interests of protecting public order, the health and morality of the population, or protecting the rights and freedoms of other persons. 
· Article 36

Citizens of Ukraine have the right to freedom of association in political parties and public organisations for the exercise and protection of their rights and freedoms and for the satisfaction of their political, economic, social, cultural and other interests, with the exception of restrictions established by law in the interests of national security and public order, the protection of the health of the population or the protection of rights and freedoms of other persons. 
· Article 39

Citizens have the right to assemble peacefully without arms and to hold meetings, rallies, processions and demonstrations, upon notifying in advance the bodies of executive power or bodies of local self-government. 

Restrictions on the exercise of this right may be established by a court in accordance with the law and only in the interests of national security and public order, with the purpose of preventing disturbances or crimes, protecting the health of the population, or protecting the rights and freedoms of other persons. 
· Article 43

Everyone has the right to proper, safe and healthy work conditions, and to remuneration no less than the minimum wage as determined by law. 

The employment of women and minors for work that is hazardous to their health, is prohibited.
· Article 44

Those who are employed have the right to strike for the protection of their economic and social interests. 

The procedure for exercising the right to strike is established by law, taking into account the necessity to ensure national security, health protection, and rights and freedoms of other persons. 
· Article 49

Everyone has the right to health protection, medical care and medical insurance. 

Health protection is ensured through state funding of the relevant socio-economic, medical and sanitary, health improvement and prophylactic programmes. 
The State creates conditions for effective medical service accessible to all citizens. State and communal health protection institutions provide medical care free of charge; the existing network of such institutions shall not be reduced. The State promotes the development of medical institutions of all forms of ownership. 
The State provides for the development of physical culture and sports, and ensures sanitary-epidemic welfare. 
· Article 50

Everyone has the right to an environment that is safe for life and health, and to compensation for damages inflicted through the violation of this right. 
South African Constitution:

· Section 27 [Health care, food, water and social security]
(1) Everyone has the right to have access to ​ 

a. health care services, including reproductive health care; 

b. sufficient food and water; and 

c. social security, including, if they are unable to support themselves and their dependants, appropriate social assistance. 

(2) The state must take reasonable legislative and other measures, within its available resources, to achieve the progressive realisation of each of these rights. 

(3) No one may be refused emergency medical treatment

· Section 28 [Children]

 (1) Every child has the right ​ 

a. . . .

b. to family care or parental care, or to appropriate alternative care when removed from the family environment; 

c. to basic nutrition, shelter, basic health care services and social services; . . . 

(2) A child's best interests are of paramount importance in every matter concerning the child. 
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
